Jay Jay joins 1GOAL 
Former Nigerian international footballer Jay Jay Okocha is 1GOAL’s latest ambassador. He is the second former international from Nigeria to join 1GOAL, the first being Segun Odagbami. 
The Nigerian coalition unveiled the news in Abuja, Nigeria.  Jay Jay was filmed at a school and in the community in Abuja, where he received a tumultuous reception. The high point of the filming was a football match involving boys’ and girls’ teams from the Pyakasa community school.
The documentary featuring Jay Jay is expected to be released in a few weeks time in Nigeria.
Jessica Alba visits South Africa for 1GOAL
Hollywood Actress, advocate and 1GOAL: Education for All campaign Co-Chair Jessica Alba visited education projects in Soweto and Alex and met with Chief Executive of LOC Dr Danny Jordaan at Soccer City, where she had a tour of the stadium.
Jessica said: "I've had an incredible visit to South Africa, listening and learning about the fight for education for all and sharing in the world's excitement about the upcoming World Cup. Education beats poverty, but today, 72 million children are out of school around the world. We have to change this and this year we can. Not only is this going to be a tournament to remember, the Education Summit President Zuma is planning will help ensure that the lasting legacy of this World Cup will be education for every child." New script and filming guidelines available on basecamp
There are new filming guidelines on basecamp for use from today. These include a detailed script and filming specification; a release form for ambassadors to sign to ensure we can use their images and films in the future; and an edit request form to request edits to 1GOAL films already created. Please use these once you have received approval to sign up ambassadors (either individuals or teams).  
The script and filming specification, along with the ambassadors’ release form is part of ‘How to Guide 3 – Approach and film 1GOAL Ambassadors and Players’. This can be found in the ‘1GOAL’ folder in basecamp, in the ‘How to Guides’ project.
The edit release form is in the ‘Resources’ project, along in the ‘1GOAL’ folder. All documents have been translated into Arabic, French, Spanish and Portuguese.


1GOAL text messaging campaign
The SMS campaign has so far signed up 20 mobile operators who cover more than 1.1 billion customers. These operators will send out text messages to their customers between Global Action Week and the World Cup. Each operator will decide when to send out messages between these dates.
Some will send out the SMS messages to all their customers, and others to people who have been part of marketing campaigns previously. Although the messages will vary dependent upon the operator, the general rule is that a message will be sent that explains briefly about 1GOAL, including a link to the website. If people sign up through text, they will then receive a further message thanking them for their support and offering them 1GOAL ringtones, wallpaper and video clips.
As part of this campaign, each operator is being asked to provide a shortcode ( a five digit number for people to text in to). We are trying to get one shortcode per country to keep it simple.
The numbers of people signing up through the SMS campaign will be totalled daily so it should be clear how the system is working.
